Helen Johnson of CreateHere was our special guest speaker. Helen filled us in on all the great programs and projects available to artist in the greater Chattanooga area. One such program is MakeWork an arts grant program offering $150,000 in grants to artists and artisans within a 50-mile radius of Chattanooga (this includes most of our CAST membership area). MakeWork grants are available to fund studio assistance, career advancement tools, and specific project needs. SpringBoard is a business resource center for artists, artisans, and creative entrepreneurs targeting sustainability and durability in small business. Eight week business classes are offered regularly, for more information email sheldon@createhere.org . ArtsMove is an artist relocation program offering incentive mortgages to artists and entrepreneurs in a wide variety of creative enterprises ranging from 2D and 3D visual art to performance art to culinary art. ArtsMove’s full-time practicing artists make a commitment to live in an approved in-town neighborhood for a period of five years and enthusiastically contribute to the cultural tapestry and economic vitality of our city. LoanFund is a program dedicated to the attraction and retention of bright, creative entrepreneurs through providing loans to start-ups and established businesses.
