TACA Retreat Information

The central theme of the Retreat weekend was that TACA is experiencing a severe financial crisis. There is no single cause for this condition, but the prolonged period of unstable management, the general economic environment, rising costs of putting on shows and running the office, and a severe drop in membership have all contributed. TACA lost $84,800 from operations in FY 2008. The 2009 Budgets project a further loss of another $52,000 by June of 2009, and ultimately a total year loss of $2,200 by June 30, 2010. (There are two budgets for 18 months as the organization changes its Fiscal Year.)

 Despite this seemingly dire situation, the staff and Executive Committee was upbeat, confident, and determined that we have a solid plan, and with continued support from the Chapters, we will be able to survive the troubled times. Emphasis is being placed on recruiting and retaining new members, and chapters are encouraged to take a major hand in this effort. Other aspects of the Two-Year recovery plan involve formal Board Development programs, and Fundraising. 

 Overall, participants at the Retreat were given an eye-opening exposure to the reality within which TACA is operating, tempered by a positive sense of confidence that there is a way to make it through the storm
